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GUIDANCE FOR PROVIDING INFORMATION BROCHURES
1.   DISCUSSION.   The presentation of subjects in each unit's Seaman to Admiral-21 (STA-21) student information brochure should not duplicate information available to the provisional selectee in university catalogs that are separately provided.   However, in some cases, information presented in school catalogs may require elaboration in some detail to be of use to the prospective STA-21 officer candidate.

2.   CONTENTS.   The following is a listing of subjects that should, as a minimum, be provided by units in STA-21 student information brochures.   Every unit should endeavor to provide as much useful information under each topic heading that might be obtained through, for example, STA-21 students, Spouse Clubs, staff officers and spouses, and university housing referral offices:

      a.   Commanding officer's letter of welcome and promulgation.

      b.   Description of host university.

      c.   The unit (number of students on board, number of graduates, history, etc.).

      d.   STA-21 student administration.   Suggested topics:   academics, majors, pay

      and allowances, motor vehicle registration,  procedure for issuing book 

      allowance, and reimbursement of application fees.

      e.   Domestic and Personal:

               (1)   Cost of living.

               (2)   Facilities.

                       (a)   Military (medical, commissary, exchanges, clubs).

                       (b)   University.

                       (c)   Community.

               (3)   Housing:

                       (a)   On campus.   Dormitories, married housing, fraternities, halls;

                       (b)   Off campus.   Homes (rent/buy), apartment, mobile homes
      f.   Reporting procedures (may be included in student administration above.)

      g.   An appendix listing major apartment complexes with location, description,     

      rates, deposits, facilities, leasing terms, and appropriate comments.   (Items 

      generally available from pamphlets describing apartment complexes.)

3.   PUBLICATION.   Each unit's STA-21 student information brochure shall be locally reproduced by the most economical means available to the unit.   Specific format shall be at the discretion of the PNS.   Editions shall be published in sufficient quantities to meet distribution and local requirements.
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
